	1)  Make an outline using Microsoft Word
	Notes are very clearly organized and extremely easy to follow. All titles and subheadings are bolded or distinguished by color.  Appropriate fonts and font sizes are used.
	
	Some attempt has been made to organize notes and set them out in an organized fashion. An attempt has been made to distinguish titles and subheadings, but is not carried through the entire outline.  Font types and sizes are not consistent throughout the outline.
	
	Notes have not been presented in an organized fashion and are difficult to follow. No attempt has been made to use titles and headings in an effective manner.  Font types and sizes vary widely within the outline.

	3) use a prepared Inspiration template to take notes on a book
	Student inserted a main idea and supporting details that accurately reflect the story.  Students selected and sequenced clip art to reflect timeline of story. 
	
	Student inserted  main idea and supporting details that barely reflect the story.  Clip art was selected but sequence is inaccurate.
	
	Student inserted a main idea and supporting details that do not reflect the story or are imcomplete.  Clip art does not relate to story and sequence is not attempted or inaccurate.
	

	4) Use bubbl.us to record main ideas from an article or reading.
	Student accurately and clearly identified the main ideas of the article in the top row of the diagram.  Additional bubbles have been logically created for supporting details using  Tab and RETURN. Students can delete and move bubbles and add color.
	
	The student identified less important points as the main ideas in the top row of the diagram.  Additional bubbles have been created using Tab or RETURN and are somewhat organized logically.
	
	The student failed to identify significant points from the article in the top row of the diagram.  Additional bubbles have been created but are not organized in a logical fashion.
	

	5) Students use a storyboard to summarize new knowledge into a concise product or presentation.


	Storyboard is easy to read and all elements are so clearly labeled or drawn  that  another student could create the presentation if necessary.
	
	Storyboard is easy to read and most elements are labeled or drawn. Another person might be able to create the presentation after asking several questions.
	
	Storyboard is hard to read with rough drawings and labels. It would be hard for another person to create this presentation without asking lots of questions.

	6) Choose appropriate graphics to insert into a word processing document to illustrate a social studies topic.
	Diagrams and illustrations are accurate and add to the reader's understanding of the topic.  Graphics are appropriately sized and positioned.
	
	Diagrams and illustrations are accurate and sometimes add to the reader's understanding of the topic.  Some seem out of proportion – too large, too small in relationship to the text.
	
	Diagrams and illustrations are not accurate OR do not add to the reader's understanding of the topic.  Many seem out of proportion – too large, too small in relationship to the text.
	

	7) Choose appropriate music to accompany a presentation or podcast


	Music stirs a rich emotional response that matches the story line well.
	
	Music is ok, and not distracting, but it does not add much to the story.
	
	Music is distracting, inappropriate, OR was not used.
	

	8) Enter collected data into an Excel spreadsheet and create a graph.


	Data in the table is well organized, accurate, and easy to read. Title is creative and clearly relates to the problem being graphed. The X axis and Y axis have clear labels that describe the units used. Colors that go well together are used to make the graph more readable.  Graph fits the data well and makes it easy to interpret.
	
	Data in the table is accurate and easy to read. A title is present at the top of the graph.  The X axis and Y axis have labels. Graph appears quite plain. Minimal knowledge of Excel graphing program shown. Graph is adequate and does not distort the data, but interpretation of the data is somewhat difficult.
	
	Data in the table is not accurate and/or cannot be read. A title is not present.  The X axis and Y axis are not labeled. Graph distorts the data and interpretation of the data is difficult. Lack of knowledge of Excel graphing program shown.
	

	9) Create an inspiration concept map to show their understanding of a specific topic
	Information on the concept map is very logically organized and clearly connected.   Map is appropriately sized; each level has similar graphics; text is consistent.
	
	Information on the concept map follows a basic organization, but all links may not be present or linked correctly.   Map is appropriately sized; each level has different graphics; text is usually consistent.
	
	Information on the concept map is random and not well organized or properly linked.   Map is not appropriately sized; each level has different graphics; text is inconsistent.
