	Learning Objectives:   What students will learn…

Students will reflect on “aspects” / “components of culture” and apply their thoughts to their own personal / family culture. 

Students will ponder and respond to Goethe’s statement, “we are shaped and fashioned by what we love.” 

Students will review and continue to explore the meaning of the term ‘culture’ as it applies to themselves and their families. 

Students will explore how artifacts are interpreted (and potentially mis-interpreted!) to gain understanding of a culture. 

Students will learn / use vocabulary: deceased, exquisite, intricate, symbolic, sarcophagus, pendant, elude, mosaic, perforations, subtle. 

Students will continue to develop their personal cultural journals. 

Students will create a timeline of personal/wolrd events during their own life spans.

Students will continue to develop typing skill and documenting skills using Word and Keynote programs

Students will be able to use the “auto-summarize” tool in Word and compare the contents to their original document.

Students will create a wordle of their passions from their Word summary.

Students will reflect upon their wordle and computer summary as it compares to their own original personal writing. 

Students will create a Keynote presentation incorporating the time-line of their life, which includes major world events and personal events.

Students will create a Keynote presentation as a final project to reflect their culture and personal history. 

Students will be able to insert images, create slides, use software to create and incorporate a voice thread, use image capture and Photobooth to design and enhance their final product. 


	Step-by-step Unit Plan and Timeline:    Activities that will be used to develop understandings… (Please provide enough details that another teacher could ‘pick-up and teach’ the unit.)

Background and Introduction to Technology
This unit was implemented during five (5) forty (40) minute Social Studies per week and one (1) technology period per week.

Skills needed for software applications were demonstrated via SmartBoard both in the classroom and the computer lab.  A check list of prompts is kept on the white board in the computer lab.  There are no paper handouts.  

First Week:

Second Week: 

· During the Technology session, students were introduced to the Computer Lab (a Mac Lab with SmartBoard)

· Ground rules were explained and students learned how to log in to the system, use the Safari internet browser and how to create and access group and individual folders.

· In Social Studies, students began to create a Timeline of their own lives, using pencil and paper.  (2 class periods)

· The students were then given a list of world events that took place during their life spans and were asked to select at least that was most meaningful to them and include it in the Timeline.  (1 class period)

Third through Sixth Week:  

· In Technology (3 sessions), students formatted timelines based on the information from their hand-drawn work.      http://www.readwritethink.org/materials/timeline/   

· In Social Studies,  students began to explore the meaning of culture.  

· Using A Street Through Time by Dr. Anne Millard ,as hook to engage students and spark interest, we began an in-depth discussion of culture. The book is an  excellent visual on how things change over time.  

· Talked about local landmarks (eg, Friendship Mound and Roche-A-Cri State Park where there are petroglyph)s  and what our area was like a 5 thousand years ago (before human habitation), 2 thousand years ago (indigenous cultures), 2 hundred years ago, etc. and what it’s like now.  (1 class period)

· Next 2 Class Periods:  Using 3 x 5 cards, students put their name on the front and decorated the card with 5 or more things that ‘define’ them, things that they love/passions.  Students reflected and discussed the Goethe statement: We are shaped and fashioned by what we love.  This brought up the topics of food, hunting, sports, music (among other things) that segued in to a discussion of Wisconsin culture.  

· Motel of  the Mysteries by David Maculay was used to gain an understanding of how artifacts are used interpretation past cultures.  The focus was on interpretation, the point being, that in terms of history, unless we have direct written or other concrete evidence, all we can offer is our best opinion based on the facts as we know them.  The more we know, the better our guess. (2 class periods)

· Students began working on individual cultural reflections using the Family Culture booklet. See attached packet. 

· Students filled out the first few pages of basic information, using pen/pencil, and were then asked to go to the write about their favorite hunting story, fishing story or recipe.  Students were given a week (over Thanksgiving break) to take the document home and complete as much as they could. Discussion and interviews of family members were strongly encouraged.

Seventh through Ninth Weeks:  
· In Technology,  (3 regular sessions plus 4 extra lab sessions)

· Students were introduced to KeyNote 
· Students learned how to create a slide, and save their documents. The first slide was an introduction of themselves. 

· Students were introduced to Photobooth. They learned to take pictures of themselves, save the pictures and insert images,into their Keynote presentation.  

· The students learned how to insert their Timeline into the Keynote presentation.

· The students were asked to select their favorite/most meaningful piece of writing from the Family Culture booklet.  They were introduced to Word and asked to type their selection in Word and save it.  (This took a while for some students! Others were able to type almost the entire contents of their Family Culture booklet.)

· Students were introduced to the auto-summarize tool in Word.  They were asked to select their best or most favorite piece of writing from their Word document and apply the auto-summarize tool.  Students were then asked to compare the summary with their original writing to see if still reflected their key points/information.

· Students were introduced to Wordle.  They were asked to copy their summary from Word to Wordle.  They were then encouraged to make whatever artistic changes they desired in to their Wordle.

· Students copied their Wordle (by taking a picture of the document) into their Keynote presentation.

· All students were expected to have at least: 

      1. An Introductory slide with a photograph of themselves

      2. A slide of their Timeline

      3. A slide of their favorite recipe, fishing or hunting story, or paragraph describing what they love the most (from the Family 

          Culture booklet)
      4. A slide with the Word auto-summary of the written piece

      5. A slide of the Wordle of the summary

· Students were then introduced to Garage Band and Voice Thread.  They created a narration for their Keynote slide show and could also include music if they chose to do so.
